At Maybury Primary School, we recognise the contribution of PE to the health and well-being of the children.  We believe that an innovative, varied PE curriculum and extra-curricular opportunities have a positive influence on the concentration, attitude and academic achievement of all our children.

Our Primary PE and Sport Premium will enable us to:

· Develop and add to the PE and sport activities that our school already offers

· Build capacity and capability within our school to ensure that improvements made now will benefit pupils joining Maybury Primary School in future years

There are 5 key indicators that schools should expect to see improvement across:

· the engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity - the Chief Medical Officer guidelines recommend that all children and young people aged 5 to 18 engage in at least 60 minutes of physical activity a day, of which 30 minutes should be in school

· the profile of PE and sport is raised across the school as a tool for whole-school improvement

· increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport

· broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils

· increased participation in competitive sport

The DfE states that we can use our funding to: 

· provide staff with professional development, mentoring, training and resources to help them teach PE and sport more effectively

· hire qualified sports coaches to work with teachers to enhance or extend current opportunities

· introduce new sports, dance or other activities to encourage more pupils to take up sport and physical activities

· support and involve the least active children by providing targeted activities, and running or extending school sports and holiday clubs

· enter or run more sport competitions

· partner with other schools to run sports activities and clubs

· increase pupils’ participation in the School Games 

· encourage pupils to take on leadership or volunteer roles that support sport and physical activity within the school

· provide additional swimming provision targeted to pupils not able to meet the swimming requirements of the national curriculum

· embed physical activity into the school day through active travel to and from school, active playgrounds and active teaching

	Key achievements to date: July 2021
	Areas identified for further development in 2021/22: 

	· School achieved School Games Gold Award July 2020 for the third consecutive year.  This is carried into 2021 due to restrictions caused by the pandemic
· After school club records before lockdown show 80% engagement by Key Stage 2 pupils in extra-curricular activities

· A wide range of sports are now on offer at Maybury, including access to and understanding of  disability sports- wheelchair basketball, sledge hockey
· Full review of PE curriculum undertaken; new curriculum developed and introduced

· Hull Active Sports supported the training of 20% of children in Y5/6 to be trained as Active coaches

· Children involved in competitive sports at least once a fortnight up to lockdown

· Staff gained valuable CPD through continued buy in of trained PE coaches so that all children received high quality PE lessons through 2020/21 (up until closure and beyond) – monitored by PE lead and SLT
· Through questionnaires and discussion, alternative ‘sports’ introduced leading to 70% of our least active pupils becoming engaged in sport up to lockdown
· All children in Years 1 – Year 6 involved in the Daily Mile
	· Continue to further develop and promote alternative sporting activities so that 80%  of our least active pupils become engaged in sport by July 2022 

· Further opportunities for swimming lessons in Key Stage 2 in Year 4, 5 and 6 so that a greater percentage (at least 70%) can swim confidently and competently 

· Develop sports skills active lunchtime sessions in KS2, following the highly successful KS1 model

· Continue to develop and sustain and continue to develop the high level of current sporting opportunities for children within the school

· Embed PE curriculum sessions using expertise of own PE specialist staff so that learning is progressive and children build on prior skills and knowledge
· Embed PE curriculum planning across the school with external CPD support from the Tigers Trust to ensure all staff are trained to deliver high quality PE sessions

· Engage expertise of Tigers trust coaches to support with development of reading (curriculum) and mental health (PSHE)

· Engage a higher proportion of girls in football leading to participation in community clubs

	Continue to implement the daily mile to get all pupils undertaking at least 15 minutes of activity per day

Identify ‘Daily Mile Star’ from each class each week
	Certificate costs for the year:

	Prior to lock down, the daily mile was established in each class. This was reintroduced when children returned to school on 8th March. Classes functioning in bubbles actually supported teaching staff to be able to set the daily mile at points in the day when it most benefited their children.
	Daily mile firmly embedded in school day and promoted by all staff

	Increase the number of children who meet the Key Stage 2 swimming expectations by the end of 2021
	Y4 swimming records analysed and non-swimmers identified
	£3,500
	Swimming lessons for Year 4 were due to take place in the spring term but were cancelled due to lockdown.  Despite registering our interest in having these lessons in the summer term, no sessions were available. Y4 to have ‘catch up’ in 2021/22
	Lessons booked for Y5 and Y6 did not happen due to COVID Lockdown.  Current Y6 missed Y5 extra sessions. 70% achievement now predicted in 2022 at end of KS2

	Continue to develop playground provision through pupil voice so that all children are active

Availability of lunchtime sports developed to engage more children
	Continue to purchase equipment and work with lunchtime supervisors to develop playground games to increase children’s physical activity
	£600
	Range of equipment purchased for each class bubble to increase engagement and activity at break times. Key Stage 1 embedded PE ‘skills and practice sessions’ across lunchtimes.  These are adult led and follow a development of essential PE skills and then games activities to use and practise these skills, ensuring all children are active on the playground
	Physical activity embedded during playtime and lunchtime. Highly successful in KS1. Continue to apportion funds for this purpose and move this model into KS2.

	Due to lockdown, external sports did not go ahead. Sports continued in school celebrated with parents. Relationships with Tigers Trust maintained. 
	Commitment to continued funding of these activities

	Develop reading skills for identified Y6 children (class predominately boys)through football focused reading programme
	Identify children who will be inspired to engage further with reading through Tigers Trust Reading Stars
	Cost met from Tigers Trust cost
	10 carefully selected children in Year 6 took part in Tigers Trust Reading Stars. This spurred and supported interest in reading through the difficult lockdown period for these children. 
	Continue to develop school source of sporting reading material to engage readers with a love of sport

	Continue to employ a fully qualified PE specialist who works alongside each member of staff for one PE lesson per week to develop staff expertise and knowledge (a percentage of the sports premium pays for the sports specialist)

School subscribes to Tigers Trust and Hull Active School Games Network: identify staff training needs (PE lead)

	All staff have worked alongside the PE coach in the planning and delivery of PE sessions. Staff report higher level of confidence in planning their own sessions. 
Tigers Trust staff worked to increase skills and confidence of KS1 staff. 

	This will lead to sustainability as all staff will feel confident to plan and deliver high quality PE lessons without a PE coach present in the future.

	Wide range of sports activities delivered for KS1 children’s engagement. Support for staff to develop lunchtime skills sessions.
Y3 children took part in active dance sessions, led by an external coach, during lockdown which supported fitness and wellbeing. 
	Continue to identify and support staff to develop expertise to coach children in a greater range of sports

	Promote engagement of girls in our school in football with the aim to them joining community clubs
	Work with Hull Active Sports in partnership with FA to offer opportunities to girls in KS2 to be involved in football
	Cost met through Hull Active Schools cost
	Due to COVID, planned girls football training and teams had to be delivered through bubbles. Year 6 girls team established for training but unable to take part in matches due to Covid restrictions.  Some girls joined who had never taken part in sport beyond PE lessons.  
	Continue to identify girls to develop football skills.
Girls inspired by programme become role models for others in the school leading to an increase in engagement
